Sermon Reflection 
 
Read passage from sermon: Mark 11:1-11 
 
For young children: Jesus is the true king and savior of God’s 
people who died on the cross and rose again from the grave. 
 
For older children and adults:  Jesus demonstrated his power, 
fulfilled the prophecy of Zechariah 9:9, and showed that he was 
the true king of Israel.  This event, which we celebrate on Palm 
Sunday, began a sequence of events leading to Jesus’ death on 
the cross for sinners and glorious resurrection.   
 
Pray: Ask God to help your household to focus on the person and 
work of Jesus this week. 
 
Weekly Catechism Questions 
 
For Children: Who wrote the Bible?  Holy men who were taught 
by the Holy Spirit.  (Acts 1:16; 2 Timothy 3:16; 1 Peter 1:10-11; 

2 Peter 1:20-21) 

   
For older children and Adults: What is sin?  Sin is rejecting or 
ignoring God in the world he created, rebelling against him by 
living without reference to him, not being or doing what he 
requires in his law—resulting in our death and the disintegration of 
all creation.

How to Use This Guide

Catechism- This is a great way to learn what the whole Bible 
teaches about a particular topic.  Read the question, then read the 
answer.  If possible, try to put the answer in your own words. 
Prayer- Pray that God would help you obey and understand the 
truth that you just discussed. 
Sing- If someone is able to lead in song, then take some time to 
sing to the Lord.  The guide will provide a suggested hymn from 
The Baptist Hymnal, 2008. 
 
Feel free to adapt this guide to your particular household situation.  
This is not meant to be a heavy burden. It is an aid in helping 
members of your household to grow in Christ. 
 
Families with young children- Don’t feel like your devotions 
have to be long and tedious.  Start with short amounts of time, 
then get longer as the children get older. 
Families with older children- Also, don’t feel like your devotions 
have to be long and tedious.  Avoid ‘preaching’ to your family.  
Instead, let the word of God speak for itself. 
Couples without children- This guide is for you as well!  
Household devotions will help you go deeper in your study of 
God’s word and grow together in Christ. 
Singles who live alone- Utilize this guide as part of your regular 
devotion time. 
 
Begin today!  This discipline will help you and other members of 
your household grow in their walk with Christ.  It will also aid you 
in passing on the faith to the next generation.
