Sermon Reflection

Read passage from sermon: Acts 2:14-41

For young children: The Holy Spirit came to glorify Jesus and to
empower followers of Jesus to share his message with others.

For older children and adults: The Holy Spirit has come to
glorify Jesus as Lord and Christ, and the Savior of all who will
repent and trust him. God has given one method only of adding
numbers of people to his redeemed church: Spirit-powered
witness to the identity of Jesus as Lord and Christ.

Question: How can the Spirit use us to make Jesus known to
others?

Pray: As God to show you how to live as a Spirit-empowered
witness to Jesus.

Weekly Catechism Questions

For Children: What is a church? A congregation of baptized
believers who meet together regularly under the preaching of the

Word of God and to observe the ordinances.
(Acts 2:41-42; 1 Peter 2:4-5).

For older children and Adults: Is baptism with water the
washing away of sin itself? No, only the blood of Christ and the

Feel free to adapt this guide to your particular household situation.
This is not meant to be a heavy burden. It is an aid in helping
members of your household to grow in Christ.

Families with young children- Don't feel like your devotions
have to be long and tedious. Start with short amounts of time,
then get longer as the children get older.

Families with older children- Also, don’t feel like your devotions
have to be long and tedious. Avoid ‘preaching’ to your family.
Instead, let the word of God speak for itself.

Couples without children- This guide is for you as well!
Household devotions will help you go deeper in your study of
God’s word and grow together in Christ.

Singles who live alone- Utilize this guide as part of your regular
devotion time.
