Sermon Reflection

Read passage from sermon: Acts 3:11-26

For young children: Peter told the people about who Jesus is,
what Jesus did, and trusting him as savior. We should tell others
about Jesus too.

For older children and adults: In this passage, Peter proclaims
who Jesus is, what he has done, and the blessings that come with
repentance and faith. We should also proclaim to others this
message of grace.

Question: Who are some people in your life that you could talk to
about the gospel?

Pray: Ask the Lord for courage to tell others about Christ. Also,
pray for the people in your life that don’t know Christ by name.

Feel free to adapt this guide to your particular household situation.
This is not meant to be a heavy burden. It is an aid in helping
members of your household to grow in Christ.

Families with young children- Don't feel like your devotions
have to be long and tedious. Start with short amounts of time,
then get longer as the children get older.

Families with older children- Also, don’t feel like your devotions
have to be long and tedious. Avoid ‘preaching’ to your family.
Instead, let the word of God speak for itself.

Couples without children- This guide is for you as well!
Household devotions will help you go deeper in your study of
God’s word and grow together in Christ.
